Chords are clearly aligned with the exact syllable where the chord changes.  In many cases, multi-syllable words are broken apart so that it is very clear where the chord change falls.

Guitar chord diagrams are listed for all the chords used in the song for the keys of A, B, C, D, E, F and G.  Guitar chords are not listed for the other keys (which typically are not used by acoustic guitar players).  Furthermore, the chord fingerings reflect chord formations common to contemporary worship.

Multiple endings are clearly indicated in a way that matches the actual arrangement.  Furthermore, if the song does not continue to the section immediately below, clear direction is given for where to go next.

The key is very important, because all the PraiseCharts produced chord charts come in all the keys (with some minor exceptions).  That means this chord chart would be in G, Ab, A, Bb, B, C ... all the way up to F#.  Having so many available keys is beneficial in two ways: 1) an acoustic guitarist can use a capo to play in a wide range of keys; and 2) the whole band can have much more flexibility in picking the exact key they want to play the song in.
